Application Instructions 
 

You must be a senior during the 2025-2026 academic school year to apply. The Selection Committee will 
only review complete application packets received by the deadline. The following items constitute a 
complete application packet and must be received by June 30, 2025. 
 

1.​ The completed application form (link is available on the Debutante Program website)  
 

2.​ A  prepared autobiography written in paragraph or narrative form that includes:  
 

a.​ A brief explanation of why you are interested in becoming a Debutante; 
 

b.​ Some of the attributes that you can bring to the program;  
 

c.​ Your expectations of the program; and   
 

d.​ A list of current accomplishments and/or activities (i.e., sports, school activities,  
church and community involvement, and personal talents).  

 
3.​ Two (2) letters of recommendation  

 
a.​ One (1) from a school official, i.e. a counselor, teacher, or principal.  

 
b.​ One (1) from a community representative, non-related adult, or Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority 

member.   
 

4.​ An official school transcript (must be sealed or sent electronically directly from the school). A 
minimum 2.5 cumulative grade point average is required.  

 
5.​ If accepted to participate in the Debutante Program there will be a $500.00 program fee. The fee can 

be paid in full by September 1, 2025, or in three installments of $100.00 due on August 1, 2025,  
$200.00 due on September 1, 2025, and  $200.00 due on October 1, 2025.
